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Year 4
Spring Term 
Cornwall - Work and Play
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This topic is aimed to give the children a real sense of place and heritage. They will look at the influences of tourism, mining, farming and fishing that have shaped our county today. They will compare Cornwall past and present and look at the myths and legends and traditions that form such a part of the Cornish heritage. A visit down Geevor mine will be arranged to give the children a feel for the conditions that many youngsters worked in. These visits will enhance the science studies of separating materials and looking at rocks and soils. Studies will be made of the demography of Cornwall, past and present and children will look at the impact of tourism on the economy. They will be looking at tourist attractions, including the beaches, coastline and surf. The coastline and how it is formed will be an important part of the geography for this topic. Pasties will be created during DT and Cornish artists and local scenes will be the inspiration for a painting project.
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Literacy
	The children will read and study traditional Cornish stories and stories about Cornwall from authors like Michael Morpurgo. They will write their own version of a Cornish tale. They will study persuasion texts looking at ways to promote locate tourism and persuade people of the importance of mining, farming and fishing to the Cornish economy. They will also study some poetry related to images Cornwall.
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Maths
	Every term the children will cover a variety of maths objectives related to five main areas:

Counting, partitioning and calculating

Securing number facts and understanding shape

Handling data and measures

Calculating and measuring

Reasoning and applying mathematical ideas.
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Science
	Cornwall’s geology and coastline are quite unique. The children will be discovering the rocks and soils that lie beneath our land. They will be experimenting with separating materials, specifically related to mining) and also look how materials change when they are mined and manufactured or during pasty making!
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History
	The children will delve into their heritage to see why Falmouth grew, especially studying the Packet Ships. They will also look at the history of mining.
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Geography
	The children will study the actual physical geography and geology of Cornwall and its coastline. They will see how coasts and cliffs are formed and damaged. They will look at the impact of tourism on the county, the effects it has had on the area and the sustainability of the economy. Children will carry out mapping skills by looking at OS maps of Cornwall and its coastline.
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Art
	The work of local artists such as Alfred Wallis, Joanne Short and John Dyer will be used as an inspiration for painting local Cornish scenes. The focus will be on colour mixing and texture.
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DT
	The children will design and make their own vegetarian Cornish Pasty incorporated into a healthy Cornish Lunch.

ICT
	The main focus of ICT for this topic will be to develop literacy and presentation skills. The children will publish their Cornish myths and legends using Microsoft word and also use this to create questionnaires. They will publish tourist information leaflets and will use PowerPoint to convey their research. A database of tourist attractions will be compiled. As part of their historical research.

Throughout the topic digital literacy (e-safety) skills will be developed.
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Music
	The whole class will learn to play a brass instrument and learn to read music.
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PSHE
	Cultural identity is a real focus of this topic; both the traditional Cornish culture and the changing cultural identity of the region. Issues of sustainability are also a focus and the factors that affect the economic well-being of people in the county.
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Economic Wellbeing and Financial Capability.
	As part of the topic ‘Cornwall Work and Play’ the children will study the establishment and decline of some of the key industries like tin mining, China clay and fishing. They will then look at the current thriving tourist industry and all it entails. The main task will be to produce a 3 course lunch developed from local and sustainable produce. The children will need to consider sourcing and purchasing produce, costing the menu and other sundries like plates and cutlery. The aim of the task is to make a profit which will go towards a class trip.
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British Values
	Children will be encouraged to appreciate and respect their own and other cultures throughout this topic. 
They will participate in the democratic process when making decisions together about their Cornish lunch.

Mutual respect and tolerance of other faiths and beliefs is covered through our RE lessons.
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Safeguarding

	This term we will celebrate National Internet Safety Day where we will focus on aspects of online safety. 

Linked to tourism is surfing so surf safety will be reinforced. Children will learn about rip currents and dangers of surfing at certain tide times. They will also learn basic rescue signals and how to respond if they spot someone else in trouble in the water. 
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Homework
	Children will be given one piece of literacy and one piece of maths homework on a Friday which should be handed in the following Friday. Homework will usually relate to children’s learning that day or week, but sometimes may merely be research for work to be done in class and therefore not marked. They will be expected to read at home, either to an adult or silently every day. They will be required to know their times tables by the end of this school year.
